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Music Therapy Internship Fact Sheet

Clinical Setting

Location – South Euclid, OH, is an eastern suburb of Cleveland, OH.  The heart of downtown Cleveland is approximately 15-20 minutes by car.  There is public transportation (RTA buses and trains) throughout Cleveland and its suburbs.  Therapy sessions are held in a variety of location throughout the east side of Cleveland.   

Population – CCC currently serves children with a wide variety of diagnoses, including autism spectrum disorders, Fragile X, cerebral palsy, apraxia, anoxic brain injury, mitochondrial disorders, Down Syndrome, sensory integration disorders, cognitively delayed, and auditory processing disorders.  Clients are seen 1:1 and in small groups in the clinic setting.  In addition, group services are sometimes provided within the school setting and in the home.  

Services – CCC provides traditional music therapy, Neurologic Music Therapy, and developmental therapy (incorporating DIR®/Floortime ™ techniques, among others) services to its clients, including co-treatment groups.  In addition, the CCC therapist also has the opportunity to work collaboratively with occupational therapists, speech therapists, and special educators in providing intensive, in-clinic weekly services at our satellite location which is located about 10 minutes from our home clinic.  

Our Mission – Creating Connections Company’s mission is to provide therapeutic interventions and services to address children’s developmental challenges and provide support and training for their families and professionals who care for them.  

Library Services – Beachwood, OH, is located within 15-20 minutes of many fine educational institutions, including Case Western Reserve University, Cleveland State University, Ursuline, Cuyahoga Community College, and John Carroll University.  The Cleveland Music Therapy Consortium library is located at Baldwin-Wallace College, which is approximately 30 minutes from Beachwood.  

Living arrangements – none provided.

Meals – none provided.  
Stipend – a possibility of a small reimbursement for independently led sessions exists.  However, no formal stipend is offered at this time.

Transportation – none provided.  Intern must provide own transportation to and from each work site. 

Liability coverage – the Intern is required to carry his/her own liability insurance and provide written proof of coverage prior to beginning internship.  

Entering skill expectations – In order to be eligible for a CCC internship, the prospective intern must demonstrate the following: 

1. Completion of all academic requirements with grade of B or higher in all music therapy-related coursework

2. Familiarity with child development and the diverse needs of children with autism and other developmental disabilities

3. Familiarity with and willingness to utilize behavioral/cognitive-behavioral techniques for documentation

4. Genuine motivation to develop personal and professional skills

5. Openness to constructive criticism 

6. Ability to ask for help as needed 

In addition, specific AMTA Professional Competencies must be present prior to start of internship.  Please refer to Required Competencies for Internship for more information regarding these specific skills.
